Weldmij processes your personal data because you use our services and/or because you provide this information to us yourself. Below is an overview of the personal data we process:

Weldmij processes the following special and/or sensitive personal data from you:
· Citizen Service Number (BSN)
· This data is processed because specific requirements are imposed on certain activities of Weldmij, either by the client or by the applicable standards.

Weldmij processes your personal data for the following purposes:
· To provide you with the requested information and/or purchased products/services;
· To provide information to the client of Weldmij;
· To enter into a contract with you;
· To process your certificates;
· To use our online portal;
· To register with a training institute;
· To deliver goods and services to you;

Weldmij does not make decisions based on automated processing that could have significant consequences for individuals. This refers to decisions made by computer programs or systems without human intervention (for example, a Weldmij employee). Weldmij uses the following computer programs or systems: Office 365/SharePoint secure environment for processing and managing data, ARC online database for managing welder certifications
Weldmij does not expect any adverse effects on individuals from these systems. These systems are necessary to perform the work safely.

We process the personal data of minors (persons under 16 years of age) only if written consent has been provided by a parent, guardian, or legal representative.

Weldmij retains your personal data only for as long as strictly necessary to achieve the purposes for which your data is collected. We use the following retention periods for the following (categories of) personal data: the categories described in Chapter 2 are retained as long as Weldmij has an agreement with you, applicable to all departments.

Weldmij shares your personal data with various third parties if this is necessary to execute the agreement and to comply with any legal obligations. We enter into a processing agreement with companies that process your data on our behalf to ensure the same level of security and confidentiality for your data. Weldmij remains responsible for these processing activities. Additionally, Weldmij provides your personal data to other third parties only with your explicit consent. Weldmij’s third parties include the client of the projects department, suppliers involved in the creation of a welding certificate, and the institutes where Weldmij trainees are enrolled. 
Weldmij does not provide personal data to parties established outside the EU. If it becomes necessary to do so, Weldmij will always inform the person concerned and seek consent.

Weldmij uses only technical and functional cookies and analytical cookies that do not infringe on your privacy. A cookie is a small text file that is stored on your computer, tablet, or smartphone when you first visit our website. The cookies we use are necessary for the technical functioning of our website and your ease of use. They ensure that our website works properly and remember, for example, your preference settings. We can also use them to optimize our website. You can opt out of cookies by configuring your internet browser to stop storing cookies. Additionally, you can delete all information previously stored through your browser's settings.

You have the right to access, correct, or delete your personal data. Additionally, you have the right to withdraw any consent you have given for data processing or to object to the processing of your personal data by Weldmij. You also have the right to data portability, which means you can request that the personal data we hold about you be sent to you or to another organization of your choice in a computer file. You can send a request for access, correction, deletion, data transfer, withdrawal of consent, or objection to the processing of your personal data to info@weldmij.com.
To ensure that the request for access is made by you, we ask that you include a copy of your identification document with your request. Please black out your photo, MRZ (machine-






readable zone, the strip of numbers at the bottom of the passport), passport number, and Citizen Service Number (BSN) in this copy to protect your privacy. We will respond to your request as quickly as possible, but within four weeks.

Weldmij takes the protection of your data seriously and implements appropriate measures to prevent misuse, loss, unauthorized access, unwanted disclosure, and unauthorized alteration.
We have taken appropriate technical and organizational measures to protect your personal data from unlawful processing. For example, we have implemented the following measures:
